You will need to pay the fees for any care and support or domestic services you require,
which may be paid for by Cambridgeshire County Council, if you have had your needs
assessed and approved by the adult social care team.

You will also be responsible for paying for council tax (band A) and any additional television
package, telephone and line rental, internet, and contents insurance. Your TV licence is
due annually at a reduced rate, unless you are aged 75 or over, when it is free.
